３ 次の英文を読み，下の問いに答えなさい。（各３点） 

  Before the days of e-mail, and before long-distance telephone calls became affordable(*1), 
hand-written letters were a （①）part of my life.  The time spent waiting for a reply seemed  
long – yet kind of（②）. 
   But during the years I attended college in the U.S., Japan’s postal service was often 
paralyzed by labor strikes.  My letters pleading for(*2) advice or financial help did not reach my 
parents in Japan.  It was a（③）time for me.  But this experience added the finishing touches 
to(*3) my becoming an independent adult. 
   Like me, my daughter left her home in Japan to go to college in America.  But she had e-
mail.  Sometimes she e-mailed me seven times a day!  My emotions went up and down like a 
roller-coaster ride as I read about her stressful student life.  E-mail has many benefits, but my 
life as the mother of a college student might have been more （④）without it. 
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  When I was a child, my artist mother encouraged me to make my own greeting cards.  In my 
middle age, I discovered the Japanese folk art called etegami(*4).  

This （⑤）of simple hand-painted art and words on washi postcards quickly became an 
important part of my life. 
   Today I send up to 100 etegami a month to people all over the world.  I learned that etegami 
（⑥）is just a small part of the worldwide movement called mail art.  I also learned that mail 
art and letters that travel by （⑦）are now called snail(*5) mail. 
   Clearly, snail mail fills a need that is not （⑧）by e-mail, Skype or social media.  Recently 
my sister told me that when she reads a handwritten letter, she feels she can hear the writer’s 
voice as （⑨）as if they were speaking to her – even if she hasn’t heard their voice in 30 
years. 
   I often send etegami to people who are hospitalized or housebound because of（⑩）or 
disability.  They seem to enjoy the sight and the feel of the cards just as much as encouraging 
messages.  Sometimes they get the cards taped to a wall, where they can see them from their 
bed.

４ 次の英文‘Japan must discuss protecting creative workers’ copyrights from generative AI’ 

を読み，下の各問いに答えなさい。 

  Artificial intelligence (AI) can now be used to generate content including images, text and 
audio, and ①those in the arts and culture sector are becoming increasingly worried that it 
poses a threat to their creative work. 
   The main concern is （②） infringement(*1).  To generate images and text, the machine 
learning process needs a very large data set to train on.  The material used for that process 
includes images and songs created by artists as well as portraits of actors and recordings of 
people’s voices. 

   About 94% of respondents(*2) to an online survey conducted in May by the Arts Workers 
Japan, made up of actors, musicians and others, said they were worried about （③） 
infringement and other negative effects of AI.  One respondent complained that their own 
works were used to generate images without their permission, while another said ④(ア be /イ 
would /ウ negated /エ acquired /オ have /カ they /キ of /ク the value /ケ the techniques).   
   Under Japan’s current Copyright Act, copyrighted works can be used as study data without 
obtaining the permission of the copyright holder, as long as it is used for information analysis

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 and processing only.  The government amended(*3) the law in 2018 at the request of industry 
in their attempt to spark innovation(*4). 
   However, the rapid evolution of generative AI has created problems that cannot be 
adequately addressed(*5) under the current legal framework. 
   AI systems’ generative processes are a black box, （⑤） from the outside.  Unlike with 
humans, it is difficult to tell even which data an AI is using. 
   Arts Workers Japan is asking the government to establish a mechanism to protect creative 
workers’ rights, such as making（⑥）requiring that AI training data be revealed(*6). 
   The use of AI to improve business efficiency(*7) will continue to expand.  In some cases, AI is 
already replacing （⑦）workers.  However, if AI is increasingly used in the field of arts and  
culture, artists could（⑧）their motivation to create new works.  It could also hinder(*8) 
people from passing down arts and techniques, and damage cultural（⑨）. 
   In the United States, Hollywood screenwriters and others worried about generative AI’s 
impact on their industry are urging(*9) production companies not to use machines to create 
scenarios for movies and dramas. 
   Japan’s Agencies for Cultural Affairs says it will explore issues by hearing（⑩）from 
lawyers and experts on AI and copyright issues.  As our society becomes more digitalized, we 
hope that discussions will be held to ensure that the rights of people involved in arts and 
culture will not be infringed.
