SEOUL (Reuters) — South Korean researchers have grown (5)(          ) cells in rice grains in 

what they call a step toward achieving a sustainable, *7affordable and *8environmentally 

friendly source of protein that could replace cattle for meat. 

Jinkee Hong of Yonsei University in Seoul, who led the research published in the journal 

Matter in March, said the “(5)(          ) rice” is the *9first of its kind. 

Rice grains were treated with *10enzymes to encourage cell growth, then *11infused 

with (5)(          ) cells cultivated to achieve the final hybrid product, which resembles 

a *12pinkish grain of rice.

WASHINGTON (AP) — It's a challenge for all new parents: Getting enough sleep while 

keeping a close eye on their newborns. For some penguins, it means thousands of *20mini-

catnaps a day, researchers discovered. 
*21Chinstrap penguins in Antarctica need to guard their eggs and chicks *22around-the-

clock in crowded, noisy colonies. So they *23nod off thousands of times each day — but only for 

about four seconds at a time — to stay *24vigilant, the researchers reported in the journal 

Science. 

(9)These short “microsleeps,” totaling around 11 hours per day, appear to be enough to keep 

the parents going for weeks. 

For the first time, the scientists tracked the sleeping behavior of chinstrap penguins in an 

Antarctic breeding colony by attaching sensors that measure brain waves. They collected data 

on 14 adults over 11 days on King George Island off the coast of Antarctica. 

Chinstrap penguins, named for the thin line of black facial feathers resembling a chinstrap, 

usually lay their eggs in *25pebble nests in November. As with many other kinds of 

penguins, mated pairs share *26parenting duties. One parent tends to the eggs and chicks 

alone while the other goes off fishing for family meals. 

While the adults don't face many *27natural predators in the breeding season, large birds 

called *28brown skuas *29prey on eggs and small fuzzy gray chicks. 

“Penguins live in (10)a high-stress environment. They breed in crowded colonies, and all 

their predators are there at the same time,” said Daniel Paranhos Zitterbart, who studies 

penguins at the Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution in Massachusetts and was not involved 

in the study.
