WASHINGTON (AP) — Humans may be right-handed or left-handed. It turns out octopuses 

don't have a *14dominant arm, but they do tend to perform some tasks more often with their 

(5)(          ) arms, new research shows. 

Scientists studied short videos taken between 2007 and 2015 of wild octopuses crawling, 

swimming, standing, *15fetching and groping — among other common activities — to analyze 

how their eight arms were moving. 

Octopus limbs aren't specialized as many mammal limbs are. However, the three octopus 

species studied showed a clear *16preference for using their four front arms, which they did 

about 60 percent of the time. The back arms were used more for stilting and rolling that move 

the octopus.

backyard *17craning his neck to look 11 meters into the sky, he isn't just staring at a

Mount Fuji at age 102, an *19achievement recognized by Guinness World Records after he 

reached the top in early August.
